Representatives of the member-organisations and parties agree on the following points (Kortenberg-agreement):

1. The name of the network will be European Christian Political Youth Network. This is a provisional name.

2. The network will be based on the values expressed in the Lakitelek II declaration. Participating groups and organisations express values comparable to this. 

3. Activities of the network will, at first instance, be: 

a. monthly newsletter. Every organisation provides information of major political events in its country: for example major events/activities that are organised by the organisation; changes in the national board; courses organised in the field of policy and Christianity.
The newsletter will be provided by PerspectieF. An email address where to information can be sent will be provided for.

b. Webmail contact between representatives of  participating organisations. This will be organised by Areopagus center. 

c. The list of participating organisations will be linked to the youth section of the ECPM site. (perhaps there are possibilities to create an independent website in the near future?)

d. Exchange of publications and access to publications: links to downloads of publications will be placed on the website. 

e. Regular visits. The organisations will send representatives to one another’s events, as much as possible. Especially events of parties/organisations in neighbouring countries have to be taken care of. 

f. Regional meetings. Meetings where neighbouring/nearby-laying organisations participate in. 

g. Meetings alongside ECPM conferences. The participating youth organisations will be invited.

h. Organization of Summerschool 2005 in Timisoara, Rumania.

i. Meetings which are organized according to ‘lakitelek-principles’ (like Nesfor) will be promoted. 

For finances the MATRA budget will be used as much as possible.
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
